Soviet bombers over the North Sea in the late eighties. Your tour starts in the UK with visits
to the National Cold War Exhibition at RAF Cosford, Bruntingthorpe Cold War Jets
Collection and the RAF Radar Museum Control and Reporting Centre at RAF Neatishead in
Norfolk. We then move on to explore the former East German capital of Berlin, notorious for
being the centre of Cold War tensions across the impassable Berlin Wall. With
behind-the-scenes access to Cold War jets, airfields, air defence systems and military
installations, we will take you on a journey through an intense period of geo-political tension
between the Soviet Union and the United States and its allies. The highlight of your tour will
be a 20-minute flight in a 2-seat high-performance jet trainer, the Czech designed and
manufactured Aero Yodochody L-39 Albatross, as used by the Soviet ¢ nd Warsaw Pact Air
Forces during the Cold War.
